After moving to Put-
nam County, Keith returned to beekeeping and before long it had become a large part of
his life. He has traveled over much of the state presenting beekeeping programs to bee-
keepers, garden clubs, GBA Farm Bureau meetings and many children's groups, represent-
ing both GBA and UGA Extension. He has also made national presentations at EAS annual
meeting and internationally at the Roe Valley Beekeepers Assn in Limavady Ireland. He
has served GBA as Secretary, President and currently Middle GA Director. Last year he
successfully wrote a grant for GBA in which the association received funds for promoting
GA honey. He has completed the Welsh Honey Judge training and stewarded in the Great
Yorkshire Show in Harrogate England last summer.

Keith is a sideline beekeeper with 30 colonies and has plans to expand in the future.
Keith and his wife, Rose Anne produce local wildflower, Sourwood and Cotton honey. Keith
also works with new beekeepers in his area providing guidance and advice. Keith was ac-
tually speechless when his name was announced and would like to thank the GBA mem-
bers for this award.
